Good progress with tide and significant amount of core
placed towards the southern end of the structure. Method is
proving more effective than that used on Breakwater 2 with
the minimisation of tracking on and disturbance of peat and
clay and using shingle for temporary access tracks.

The structure is now complete. There remains some tidying
up of fragments in the structure.

Temporary causeway is complete

Divers into survey toe stones. Work is waiting on progress of
the south reef.

Rock being placed in layers by GPS controlled plant. Good
progress this week with the start of placing paved finish at the
southern round end. Unclear if there is sufficient quantity of
large rock.

Further rounded shingle been brought in and is currently
being stockpiled. (100% replacement and 91% rounded)
Further works are waiting on peat and clay to be removed
from breakwater 1 and reefs to be completed.

A maritime exclusion zone is now in place around the reef
and causeway, the reefs are now marked by the permanent
west cardinal.

Cast headwall on outfall some finishing still required.
Containers removed at north end.
